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On September 11, 2001, thousands of uniformed rescuers rushed into the burning towers of the World Trade Center and executed the most successful rescue operation in US history, saving over 25,000 lives. However, on this fateful day, 343 Firefighters, 60 Police Officers, and other uniformed rescue workers gave up their lives defending our freedom.

Since early 2002, the Advocates for a 9-11 Fallen Heroes Memorial has lobbied Gov. George Pataki and the Lower Manhattan Development Corporation (LMDC)—the people responsible for the development of the Ground Zero Memorial—requesting that the courage and sacrifice of these uniformed rescuers be appropriately acknowledged on the memorial. Many tens of thousands of Americans from across the nation have sent messages to Gov. Pataki and the LMDC supporting our simple request.

On November 19, eight designs were released for public commentary. As The New York Daily News noted, “several designs also subtly and appropriately remember the heroism of the rescuers who charged into the towers on brave, doomed missions.  The Lower Manhattan Development Corporation, which culled the eight designs from among 5,201 entries, must, where possible, heed (this sentiment).”

On November 19, the Lower Manhattan Development Corporation (LMDC) released eight memorial designs. By the end of this year, one of them will be selected to be the Ground Zero Memorial. Surprisingly, the LMDC announced that they are all subject to revision. While none of them list the uniformed rescuers the way we want them that is now an option. Our 18 months of grassroots lobbying has been effective. But we still have a lot of work to do if we want to be successful. 

WE MUST TO GO ALL OUT from now through the end of the year. WE MUST IMMEDIATELY BOMBARD Governor George Pataki with phone calls. 

WHAT TO DO!  Call Gov Pataki's office (frequently) at 518.474.8390 (a 24 hour, 7 days a week message center—cell phone calls are free after 9pm and on weekends). Use the following message: Governor Pataki, please ensure that the 8 finalists Ground Zero Memorial designs are revised so that the uniformed rescuers are listed together by department, including their rank, unit and badge number, along with a recognition of their brave actions, as requested by the Advocates for a 9-11 Fallen Heroes Memorial.
