On September 11, 2001 many hundreds of uniformed rescue workers rushed into the burning towers of the World Trade Center and executed the most successful rescue operation in US history, saving over 20,000 lives. However, in doing so, 346 Firefighters (3 of them retired), 23 New York Police, 37 Port Authority Police, 2 EMT’s and 3 NYS Court Officers, gave their lives.
But controversial decisions by Governor George Pataki and the Lower Manhattan Development Corporation (LMDC) – the people responsible for the development of the Ground Zero Memorial – threaten to disregard and ignore the selfless actions of our true hometown American heroes on the very site of their greatest sacrifice!  We must not let this happen...

It is only fitting that on the greater memorial, the names of these brave men and women be listed together by department.  They would have wanted to be remembered this way.  However, in April of this year, the LMDC board of directors voted to make no distinction between civilian victims and rescue workers on the Ground Zero Memorial. They voted to list all the people killed on 9-11 in one long alphabetical list of names.

Since March 2002, the Advocates for a 9-11 Fallen Heroes Memorial has lobbied Governor Pataki and the LMDC requesting that the bravery and sacrifice of these uniformed rescuers be appropriately acknowledged on the Ground Zero Memorial. Many tens of thousands of Americans, from across the nation, have sent Governor Pataki messages supporting our position.
Our fallen uniformed rescuers gave America pride at a time we could have felt defeated.  They gave our President the spirit of bravery and courage to rally our nation for the long war on terrorism that lay ahead.
These men and women were NOT victims BUT rescuers who fought valiantly to prevent the terrorists from taking the lives of thousands of more civilians.  We must tell future generations about their bravery.

All we ask is that these brave rescuers be listed together by department on the memorial along with an appropriate recognition of their sacrifice?
